Attendance at Safeguarding in Sport Workshop
Safeguarding Training for those involved in the GAA in Ulster is delivered by Ulster GAA trained Child Protection tutors. 
Safeguarding Young People in Sport Workshop is 3 hours long. The aims are that by the end of this workshop participants will be able to:

· Understand the background to safeguarding children and young people in sport.

· Identify best practice procedures to safeguard children and young people in sport.

· Understand the different categories of child abuse

· Identify the signs of abuse

· Act if abuse is suspected

· Develop an action plan if appropriate

Due to the very nature of this course you can not consider safeguarding issues without discussing child abuse and attendees should be aware of the emotional impact this may have on them personally. The course requires that the person booking the course (Governing Body Organiser) obtain written permission for any 16-18 years olds to attend. The training will involve working on case study examples and scenarios. The course tutor will again outline an emotional health warning, explaining that Safeguarding training can arouse uncomfortable feelings for some participants and directing them to contact numbers in the Code of Ethics.
